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 Last year the Spring Conference committee began a tradition of recognizing two early educators for 
their accomplishments.  
 MVP Award-MVP stands forτMentor to Others, Valued Leader, and Partner with families. This 
award honors a seasoned teacher who has worked in the classroom in the same New Hampshire 
program/center for at least five years and whose primary responsibility is working directly with children. A 
Candidate cannot nominate himself or herself. As part of his/her commitment to the profession, he/she is a 
member of NHAEYC and must hold a minimum of an NH Early Childhood Professional Development 
Associate Teacher Credential. 
 Rookie of the Year-This award is to honor a newcomer to the early childhood field. The recipient 
brings energy and inquisitiveness, much like that of the children in the classroom. Nominees must work in a 
NH program for at least 20 hours per week or less than 2 years as an assistant, associate or lead teacher, 
and be a member of NHAEYC. A Candidate cannot nominate himself or herself. 

  If you know someone who would meet these criteria, I encourage you to nominate them!  
Nomination forms can be found in our brochure. 
  And a special thanks goes out to one of our newest sponsors, Monogrammers Workshop, who has 
graciously donated additional monies available for scholarships! 
 

 Scholarship- NHAEYC is fortunate to be able to provide scholarships to assist members with the 
costs of attending a conference.  To be eligible for these funds, you ( 1.) need to be a member of NHAEYC 
and (2.) be currently employed in a state licensed child care facility or family based program.  Scholarships 
are awarded to cover (1.) a workshop or conference registration fees only ς no travel, lodging, or food and 
(2.) up to half the registration fee but not to exceed $75.  
 For example, if you register to attend the spring conference for the Friday evening event and
